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BUSING POLICY

Attached please find the Busing Policy Procedure adopted by the Wainscott Common School
District Board of Trustees. Please read the policy over carefully. When done, please sign the slip

below and return to school acknowledging your receipt of such.

The Wainscott Common School District is concerned about the safety and wellbeing of all students as they are
transported to and from the School to attend classes. At the end of the school day, students who are returned
to their respective homes (or to the homes of other students, when such permission is granted by the parents)
via school bus are to be met at the driveway of the home by a parent or other designated individual. Students
are not permitted to exit the bus unless met by an adult who has permission to escort the child from the bus;
exceptions to this rule may be made on an individual basis, with full consideration of the request and
circumstances surrounding that request, and the parent's absolving the District of any responsibility in granting
such a request.

If a parent or other designated individual is not present to meet the bus at student drop-off time, the student
will be returned to the School at the end of the bus run, after all other students have been returned home.
Acknowledging the burden that this places on school staff who must tend to the child(ren) while awaiting the
arrival of a parent or designated individual, the following procedure will be in place:

First offense of the semester (September 1-January 31 / February 1 - June 30)
Warning is issued

Second offense of the semester
Student is denied bus transportation for two (2) school days

Third offense of the semester
Student is denied bus transportation for five (5) school days

Child Protective Services is notified of neglect

The Board of Trustees will consider compensation for staff who must stay beyond their contractual work day.

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Reglas de Transporte Escolar

El Distrito Escolar de la Escuela Comtin de Wainscott esta cometido a la seguridad y el bienestar de todos los
alumnos que son transportados hacia y desde la escuela para asistir a clases. Al final del dia escolar, estudiantes
que toman el bus (ya sea a sus casas o a casas de amigos cuando tengan permiso) deben ser encontrados en la
calle o entrada de carros (driveway) por los padres o por un adulto designado. Los alumnos no pueden salir del
bus a menos que esté presente un adulto; hay excepciones que deben ser hechas individuamente dependiendo de
las circunstancias y los padres o guardianes deben absolver al Distrito de cualquier responsabilidad si piden esta
solicitud.

Si un padre o guardian no esta presente para encontrarse con el bus a su hora designada, el alumno sera regresado
a la escuela cuando el bus haya hecho sus rondas y los otros alumnos estén a tiempo en sus paradas. Reconozca
que esto es un cargo para la facultad que se queda esperando el bus y que los padres o guardianes vengan por su
hijo/a.

El siguiente procedimiento tomara lugar:

Primera ofensa del semestre (septiembre 1-enero 31/febrero 1-junio 30)
Primera advertencia

Segunda ofensa del semestre
El alumno/a sera negado transporte escolar por dos (2) dias escolares.

Tercera ofensa del semestre
El alumno/a serd negado transporte por cinco (5) dias escolares.
Servicios de Proteccion Infantil (CPS) sera notificado por negligencia.

La Junta de Sindicos considerard compensacion para la facultad que tiene que quedarse mas tiempo de lo que su
contrato requiere.
